
2001 Cabernet Sauvignon, Stanton Vineyard

The true Delectus fan will recognize this vineyard designation from our Merlot, which has
carried the Stanton name since 1996. The Cabernet grows directly next to Hwy 29 in
Oakville (the Merlot comes from the opposite end of the property, next to Napa River) and
in previous years has gone into some top-end Napa Valley labels. 2001 was the first
attempt for us with that block, with impressive results.

Winemaker notes: Plum stew, tobacco leaf, white pepper, and brandied cherries round out
the nose.
